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NEW ABB CHART RECORDERS FOR SIMPLE


AND ADVANCED PROCESS APPLICATIONS





The first in a new line of COMMANDER strip chart recorders being developed to enhance flexibility of choice for basic through to advanced process applications has been launched by ABB Instrumentation.





Aimed at 100mm chart users in the food and beverage, water and waste treatment, metals and pharmaceutical industries, the initial series comprises the COMMANDER SR100 Advanced Process Recorder - a powerful processing tool as well as a high-level chart recorder - and the COMMANDER SR100 Process Recorder with matching reliability and accuracy for basic process recording. Similar versions in a 250mm format are also available.





The COMMANDER SR100 Advanced Process Recorder provides 1-6 pseudo continuous traces on a common time base for instant process comparison, while the basic COMMANDER SR100 instrument is a 3 or 6-point recorder. Building on the success of their respective predecessors - the COMMANDER PR100 and MR100 recorders - the new instruments include all of the familiar functionality and feature facilities to simplify conversion. Major new features include the additional flexibility of 
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PC Configuration to make setting up and use a simple point-and-click operation in a familiar Windows environment, and the piezoelectric printhead which has been re-designed to provide a robust, long-life unit and improved print quality.





Chart re-loading is also made simple with an automatic re-wind feature. Instant access to the most recently recorded data is achieved through the unique COMMANDER ‘Easy-View’ facility and, for the COMMANDER SR100 Advanced Process Recorder, the ‘Cue and Review’ function enables the operator quickly to scroll the chart backwards and forwards for post incident analysis.





The COMMANDER SR100 advanced recorder supports up to 12 universal analogue inputs, while the basic instrument supports three or six. These may be recorded, displayed, or used as input to the maths blocks. One digital input is standard on both instruments, with an optional 12 additional inputs for the advanced process recorder. These can be used for changing chart speed, printing messages, clearing totalisers, acknowledging alarms or for input to logic equations. 





Optional PCMCIA/JEIDA memory cards, enable the COMMANDER SR100 Advanced Process Recorder to serve as a fully fledged 12-channel data logger for transferring data to a PC. Up to 12 process signals or maths channels can be logged to the memory card, along with associated time stamp, tag information and process alarms. The MODBUS RTU communications facility also allows this instrument to be used with the majority of supervisory packages without the need for new device drivers to be written.





Both instruments are extremely rugged with front facia protection to a minimum of IP65/NEMA 3 and with hard-wearing case components designed to withstand many thousands of open/close door operations.
