FCU200-T (SensyCal T) is a 2-channel counter for
quantity-, volume- and heat balance. FCU200-T can
convert either direct current into a proportional
pulse frequency, or pulse frequency into a propor-
tional direct current. The device offers 2 mA inputs
or 2 pulse frequencyinputs and 2 pulse outputs. 
A typical application for SensyCal T is the balancing
of compressed air (e.g. with Sensyflow). Graphical
display, optical interface, deadline and data logging
functions, as well as communication via M-BUS,
MODBUS and PROFIBUS (using a converter) com-
plete the profile.
